The Big 12 regular season ends this weekend. As of now, four teams 
— Kansas, Baylor, Missouri and Iowa State — are certain of NCAA 
Tournament berths. Kansas State and Texas are bubble teams. For 
any of the remaining four teams, NCAA participation would occur 

only with the automatic bid that comes with a Big 12 Tournament champi-
onship (set for March 7-10 at Kansas City’s Sprint Center).
